- Include the title (single spaced, maximum 30 words) but no identifying information about author(s) or professional

affiliation(s).

- Tables and other graphics should be incorporated within the body of the abstract.
- The body of abstract should be no longer than 2 pages including the references.
- A4 size paper, 2.5cm margins 4 sides, font of Times New Roman, font size of 11, single spaced
- All abstracts will be double-blind peer reviewed.
